Odds

7, 11, 15

One juggler has an extra ball. He throws first. Throw to the side with fewer balls.

The other juggler has one hand with more balls. This is the second hand to throw.

(Looking at the overall pattern, the first two throws are from the same side.)

5, 9, 13, 17

One juggler has an extra ball. He also has one hand with more balls. Throw from this hand first. The second ball thrown is from the hand that the first ball thrown is going to.

(Looking at the overall pattern, the first two throws are from the opposite sides.)

Evens

8, 12, 16

even-even or thumper pattern

All hands start with the same number of balls and throw at the same time.

6, 10, 14, 18

odd-even pattern

One juggler has two extra balls. He throws first, both hands at once.
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
